June 9, Wednesday: Meet at the Reno airport at 7:00 AM at United Airlines ticket counter, fly to 
Los Angeles. Transfer to the flight to Osaka (KIX), Japan. 
 
June 10, Thursday: Arrive at Osaka (KIX). Transfer to the flight to Fukuoka. Evening arrival in 
Fukuoka, meet with Pace Japan staff. Transfer to a capsule hotel for the first night. 
 
Fukuoka is located on the northern coast of Kyushu, the third largest of the Japanese 
islands, and is a short flight from Tokyo, Osaka and other major cities in Japan. The 
city of Fukuoka can also be reached by the bullet train (Shinkansen) and travel time 
from Tokyo is approximately five hours, and two and a half hours from Osaka. The largest city 
on the island of Kyushu, Fukuoka has long been an international district playing an important 
role as a gateway to foreign countries, partly due to its proximity to the Korean Peninsula and 
continental China. Originally built around Fukuoka Castle at the beginning of the 17th century, 
Fukuoka combined with the historic town of Hakata in 1889. 
 
June 11, Friday:  8:30 AM depart from Fukuoka for Kumamoto with sightseeing along the way. 
Enjoy Kumamoto and Unzen as well as a Castle and the National Park.  Evening arrival at our 
new host school in Sasebo City. Meet with your new host families and transfer to their homes.   
 
(Kumamoto Castle, Aso volcano etc). Designated as one of the best 3 castles in Japan, it is also 
known as Ginkyo castle.  
Ginkyo Castle was built in 1609 by Lord Kiyomasa Kato, and took 7 years to complete.  Most of 
the castle except 12 ridges including Uto tower were destroyed during the Seinan civil war in 
1880. The main building was rebuilt by Kumamoto City in 1970.  Please go to:

June 12, Saturday: Free day for sightseeing with your host family. 
 
June 13, Sunday: Free day for sightseeing with your host family. 
 
June 14, Monday: All day sightseeing tours and shopping with our host students.  
 
June 15, Tuesday: Morning transfer to the Beach Camp in Sasebo, we will spend the night in 
the camp enjoying a traditional Japanese “Summer Camp” experience.   
 
June 16, Wednesday: The day is spent at the Beach Camp, afternoon transfer back to Sasebo 
and our host families. 
 
June 17, Thursday: AM say good-bye to our host families and transfer to Nagasaki City.  After 
a social time with our new hosts, we will go home with our new host families. 
 
June 18, Friday: All day shopping and cultural experiences in Nagasaki with your host family. 
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June 19, Saturday: Free day to sightseeing with your host family  
 
June 20, Sunday: Free day to sightseeing with your host family  
 
June 21, Monday: AM visit to our local host high school and local sightseeing. 
 
June 22, Tuesday: 9:00 AM depart from Kumamoto for Fukuoka. 11:00 AM arrive at Fukuoka, 
transfer to a capsule hotel.  Free to explore and shop in Fukuoka. Evening optional baseball 
game at Fukuoka Dome.  Fukuoka Dome was the first retractable dome stadium built in the 
world. 
 
June 23, Wednesday: Noon check out of the capsule hotel, 1:30 PM transfer to the airport. 
Departure from Fukuoka at 3:00 PM for your flight home.  Arriving in Reno on United Airlines 
flight 496 at 6:55 PM.
